For several years, the
Texas-born singer had been living
in Jamaica, writing and
performing with local artists,
including the legendary Bob
Marley. Those influences can be
heard in | Can See Clearly
Now, “ which helped bring
reggae music to a mainstream
audience affter quickly reaching
No. 1 on the Billboard Hot 100.
Both Nash’s original version and a
successful cover by reggae artist
Jimmy Cliff have remained
popular for decades, appearing
in many films, TV shows and
commercials.
